low-cost, high-volume clinic 
to discuss the importance of 

spay/neuter in our 
community and how we 
are partnering together to 
provide these lifesaving 
surgeries. 
 
You do not need to be a 
member to attend…the 
meeting is open to the 
public, and we look 
forward to seeing many of 
you there! 
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Looking back at 2009, I am grateful for the 
many new beginnings and positive steps that 
the shelter has taken to create a sustainable 
resource for the Rock County community.   
Despite many changes and challenges, the 
hard work and dedication of the Board, 
employees, and volunteers resulted in great 
progress in creating a progressive shelter, and 
I am energized every day by our efforts on 
behalf of the animals and people who need us. 
 
Due to many changes in health and medical 
protocols along with the embrace of more 
progressive open adoption policies and 
emphasis on customer service, RCHS enjoyed 
an extremely successful year in increasing 
adoptions and decreasing euthanasia.  The 
numbers below are comparisons to 2008 -
we’re doing even better when compared to 
2007 & 2006 (last year for comparable stats).  
 
It is always difficult to look at these statistics in 
a vacuum because they don’t take into 
account circumstances which can be very 
difficult to effectively communicate in “just 
numbers”…for, as we all know, animals are 
much more than statistics.  But these numbers 
do represent actual animals and hundreds of 
actual additional lives saved.   

For dogs, intake was down 5%, adoptions were 
up 23%, transfers increased 49%, and 
euthanasia decreased 37%.  The only trend that 
was not positive over the previous year was in the 
area of owner redemptions for stray dogs which 
decreased 8%. 
 
For cats, intake was down 7%, adoptions up 2%, 
transfers increased 556%, euthanasia decreased 
13%, and redemptions increased 19%. 
 
Until we reach our goal of an adoption guarantee 
for every healthy and treatable animal, we will 
continue to increase our adoptions and reduce 
euthanasia.  This will not happen overnight – in 
most communities, it can take up to 10 years to 
achieve such a lofty goal – and in order to 
accomplish this, we need everyone’s help.  We 
are asking our community to help us create a 
safety net by giving more animals homes.  If you 
are not able to adopt an animal, please send your 
family and friends to RCHS to adopt their next 
pet, get involved as a volunteer, and support our 
operations and programs financially.  Spay and 
neuter and care for your animals for their lifetimes 
and encourage others to make the same lifetime 
commitment.  All of these things will help fulfill the 
mission of a safe and loving home for every 
adoptable animal and humane treatment for all.

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As sure as the sun rises every Easter morning, many moms 
and dads give in to "Easter bunny" temptation and buy a 
rabbit for their kids, vastly underestimating the amount of 
care that bunnies require. Weeks later, when "bunny fever" 
has subsided, many will consign now-unwanted bunnies to 
outdoor hutches, dump them at animal shelters, or simply set 
them free outdoors where they are unequipped to survive.  
Ask yourself this:   

·  Are you ready to possibly shell out more than $100 
to get bunny neutered or spayed? Bunnies become 
sexually mature between 4 and 6 months of age. 
Left intact, they often chew, spray, bite, smell, and 
make more bunnies.  

·  Are you looking forward to potty-training and bunny-
proofing?  If your home isn't rabbit-proof, they will 
sharpen their teeth on electrical wires, house plants, 
or your new IKEA chaise or oak table.  

·  Is your child planning on taking bunny to college? 
Bunnies can live to be 10 years old or more, so 
you're looking at a commitment that will last for 
many Easters to come.  

·  Rabbits must be brushed regularly because they 
shed like crazy and are susceptible to hairballs; if 
they get one, they can't cough it up like cats do. 
They have to be taken to the vet and treated. 
Clipping their nails is no easy task, either! 

If you answered, "No way!" to any of these questions, please 
pass up those cute animals in store windows this Easter and 
choose stuffed animals instead. If you answered, “Yes, 
that’s right up my alley!” then come to RCHS and ado pt 
your new bunny companion… our adoptable rabbits are 
already spayed/neutered and ready for their new hom es!

9. Understand that some 

foster animals will not 
survive. 

Many animals that arrive at the 
shelter come from unknown 
backgrounds.  Despite your best 
efforts, the animal you foster may 
develop a severe illness or 
behavioral issue that cannot be 
treated. Do the best you can to 
help the animal, but accept the fact 
that you cannot save them all.  And 
saying goodbye is hard! 
 

 
10. Enjoy being a foster 

parent. 
Although fostering takes a great 
deal of time and commitment, it 
can be an incredibly rewarding 
experience. You are temporarily 
providing a needy animal with a 
loving home environment and 
helping that animal become more 
suitable for adoption into a 
responsible, lifelong home.  Be 
proud of your efforts!

Have you ever thought 
that you would like to do 
more to help homeless 
animals but weren’t quite 
sure how?  Maybe 
becoming a foster parent 
is the right fit for you!  
Here are the Top 10 things 
to consider before taking 
the plunge: 

 
1. Give your foster animal 

lots of attention and 
affection. 

The animal you are fostering 
likely has special needs that 
require time and energy.  The 
animal may have lived a difficult 
life before coming to 
your home and will require 
medical and behavioral 
assistance.  Do you have the 
time to spare to help at risk 
animals? 

 
2. Learn as much as you 

can about pet care. 
Before you bring your foster 
animal home, learn as much as 
you can about caring for 
animals.  Learn about medical 
and behavioral issues and 
positive training techniques.  
Know the warning signs that 
may indicate the animal needs 
care beyond what you can give. 

 
3. Be prepared to make a 

financial commitment.  
RCHS provides all basics such 
as food and litter, crates, collars, 
leashes as well as medical care 
such as spay/neuter surgery, 
vaccinations, testing, and 
medications.  There is no direct 
cost to the foster, but we certainly 
appreciate when the foster can 
help out with needed supplies so 
our limited resources can go 
toward helping other animals that 
need us.  RCHS does not have 
the resources to provide 
outstanding medical care beyond 
our means but will make all 
reasonable efforts to provide for 
the care that each animal needs. 

 
4. Make your home pet-

friendly. 
Before you bring your foster 
animal home, make sure you 
“pet proof” your home and have 
separate accommodations for 

your new foster animal.  For 
example, remove poisonous 
plants and protect furnishings. 
Keep the animal’s room warm 
and comfortable.  Also, take 
steps to prevent the animal 
from escaping and use crates 
and baby gates in the house for 
supervision. 
 
5. Keep your pets up-to-

date on their 
vaccinations. 

All animals should be current 
on the vaccinations your 
veterinarian recommends. 
Before you bring home a foster 
animal, consult with your 
veterinarian to make sure your 
own animals have received the 
preventive treatment they need.  

 
6. Keep foster animals 

away from your own 
pets or at risk humans.  

A foster pet may come into your 
home harboring contagious 
diseases.  Even though your 
pets are vaccinated against 
many diseases, it’s a good idea 
to keep the foster animal away 
from your pets as an added 
precaution, at least for awhile. 
Be aware that vaccines are not 
fail-safe nor do they cover all 
contagious diseases, and there 
is a certain element of risk for 
your family and your own pets 
when bringing a new animal 
into your home. 

 
7. Recognize your limits. 
Fostering requires a great deal 
of time and energy—both 
emotional and physical.  Don’t 
overextend yourself by 
fostering animals too frequently 
or animals that you cannot 
handle; you may burn yourself 
out. 

 
8. Return the animal to 

the shelter on time. 
The shelter depends on you to 
make its program work.  Be 
sure to return the animal to the 
shelter at the scheduled time.  
If you decide to adopt an 
animal you foster, go through 
the shelter’s normal adoption 
process. If a friend or relative 
wants to adopt the animal you 
are fostering, that person must 
go through the shelter’s 
adoption process—not yours.
